My sisters and brothers in the Lord Jesus,

Palm Sunday is a bipolar combination of
events in the life of Jesus Christ. We commemorate
his triumphant entry into Jerusalem (with palms!) and
we re-present his bodily demise in The Passion. A
mountain peak and a rock-bottom. Yet, the subtext of
the events is the meekness of Jesus. Meekness, within
the context of The Passion, is submission to the Will
of God.

The Prophet Isaiah shows us that even before
Christ, holy people could begin to understand that
someone could give His life for others and accept suf-
fering for others. The Lord God supported those who
suffered for other, implicitly stating that His Will is
being done.

The Letter to the Philippians teaches us the
same lesson, adding that God is even willing to take
on our humanity, to suffer with us and for us—and ul-
timately willing to die so that we might live. He was
God, but chose an equality not “to be grasped:” from
the Greek term harpagmos meaning “to be exploited
for selfish gain.” As Jesus is humbled and debased,
He knows that He can rise above the ill-treatment at
any time. But He submits to the Will of the Father and
enters into His Passion.

The Gospel of Saint Luke details how Jesus
Christ died in agony. The crucified would die of blood
loss or asphyxiation. Christ accepted this suffering
knowingly and willingly because it was the will of His
Father and out of love for us. It was through His obe-
dience that our redemption was achieved. How terri-
ble, though, it is to watch a person die in agony!

Think of His mother who was there until the end.
Some parents would rather suffer than watch their
children suffer. Christ, who was God, exhibited
“strength under control,” or, said differently, meek-
ness.

We enter into The Passion with Christ every
year. We see its representation within our churches
(The Stations of the Cross). We mourn now, but we
know that His is the victory. We know that this is not
the end, but the seed of a beautiful and glorious begin-
ning for our reigning God and those who believe in
Him. May we grow closer to our Lord through the
suffering to which he submitted Himself to be closer to
us.

EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP

Jesus warns us in the Gospel of Matthew, "If
anyone wishes to come after me, he must deny himself, take
up his cross, and follow me." It is an invitation to a way of
life, and a plan that leads to holiness. But make no mistake,
it is a warning as well. The cross is a sign of victory, but
only in light of the Resurrection. Alone, it is a symbol of
ultimate sacrifice: the sacrifice of Jesus Christ for a fallen
world, and the sacrifice we are called to make to truly
follow him

The power of this symbol has been diminished in
popular culture. It is often used in fashion and simple wall
art and on bumper stickers and T-shirts, sometimes with
Christian clichés and sometimes not. But the cross is
something so much more. It is a reminder of the pain,
suffering, and death of one who loved us so much that he
would give his very life for us. It is our God on that cross. It
is God who cries out in despair, feeling the ultimate depth
of human emotion. And there lies the key for us in trying to
live this life of carrying our crosses.

For those who suffer the death of a loved one, the
Father lost his Son. For those who suffer the ravages of
disease, his body was broken, beaten, and pierced. For those
who feel they have no way out - whether due to prisons that
are physical or prisons that are of the mind - he hung on a
cross and cried out, "Why?" For those who feel alone and
abandoned, he hung on a tree where no one could comfort
him, not even his own mother. He has walked in all our
shoes, and now we are called to walk in his. In the cross, we
find solidarity with the human condition. In an empty tomb,
we find our hope.

GOSPEL MEDITATION

Palm Sunday is a strange day in our liturgical
calendar. We begin by waving palms, but somewhere in the
middle, we call for Jesus to be crucified. We celebrate
today an equally paradoxical God, one who comes to save
through suffering.

"I tell you, if they keep silent, the stones will cry
out!" Jesus, who so often in the Gospels tries to hide his
true identity, speaks thunderously to the Pharisees who
would still the rejoicing crowd. At the Last Supper, Jesus
confirms the Messianic promise to his disciples, saying "I
confer a kingdom on you, just as my Father has conferred
one on me." Yet, before the night is over, Jesus has been
betrayed.

We hear the tragedy unfold in Luke's Passion
narrative. Jesus is abused by the council of elders, denied
by Peter, whipped by Roman soldiers, and condemned to
death by Pilate. But what else do we see? Jesus heals
someone who came to arrest him, forgives his torturers,
promises a repentant man paradise, and - by his loving
endurance - converts a centurion at the foot of the cross.
Jesus is both Redeemer of the World and Suffering Servant.
In taking on the mantle of Messiah, Jesus does not only
receive our praise and our accolades, but he bears our
burdens and sins and does so with the deepest love. He may
go about our salvation in a paradoxical way, but he is
dearer to our own suffering hearts for it. This week, we
remember that no sorrow of our own is beyond the reach of
the compassion of God.
